4. Candidate will request secondary school, college or university to provide “Official Transcript”
of most recently completed educational year and submit to Post 124 Scholarship Committee
(address on reverse).
5. All candidates will be required to submit a 150 word or less essay describing your plans as they
relate to your education and career (typed and double-spaced).

*Notes:
1. Post 124 may grant up to three $ 500.00 scholarships to be used towards the expenses of
education of the spouse, child/grandchild of a current member in good standing or a deceased
former member of American Legion Post 124 within the Department of Massachusetts.
2. College students: Candidate must not be utilizing GI Bill Educational Benefits, Post 9/11 GI
Bill either earned or transferred from parent or using Tuition Assistance
